IIn 2025, our P&C fundraised over $37,000 and donated just over $100,000 to
the school to help with infrastructure projects such as the school digital sign, fans in the school hall and smart
boards for classrooms. We also contributed financially to U8's day, prep welcome, science fair, book fair, year 6
graduation and various raffles and competitions.

We also provide services such as the uniform shop, tuckshop, swimming and an amazing instrumental music
program.

Tuckshop
Tuckshop operates every Friday. For Prep students, tuckshop only starts from week 5. This allows our little
ones to comfortably settle into their school routine first.

All lunch orders are placed through the Qkr! app and must be preordered by 8pm the night before. There are
no over the counter sales for lunch items. For Prep students, their preordered lunch is delivered to their
classrooms and frozen treats can only be ordered for second break. 

Students can bring a small amount of money to school to purchase smaller treats such ice blocks, cookies,
chips, popcorn etc.
