Virginia State School Assessment Plan

The primary purpose of assessment is to improve student learning. Teachers continually monitor student learning
through diagnostic and formative assessment and provide feedback that builds each student’s capacity to improve.
Ongoing feedback and clear expectations enable students to reflect on and monitor their own progress.

Teachers monitor student progress using a variety of assessment including:

e standardised (designed so that the questions, conditions for administering, scoring procedures and
interpretations are consistent and administered and scored in a predetermined, standard manner, e.g.
National Assessment Program — Literacy and Numeracy [NAPLAN] and the Progressive Achievement Tests in
Reading [PATR])

e diagnostic assessment (measures a student's current knowledge and skills for the purpose of identifying a
suitable program of learning)

Classroom Teachers

e Collect data across all key learning areas throughout the year. Classroom based assessment (with evidence
of student achievement) recorded by the teacher.

e Record data electronically into OneSchool and discuss with the principal at the end of each term.

o Moderate within year levels and use data to inform teaching and planning.

Prose Reading Observation, Behaviour and Evaluation of comprehension
Fiction Texts — Option One (page 18 of manual)

GENERAL INFORMATION
Prose Reading Observation, Behaviour and Evaluation of Comprehension is a reading assessment that
combines evaluation of reading accuracy, reading behaviour and in-depth reading comprehension. PROBE’s emphasis
on comprehension is based on the belief that understanding what is read is the ultimate function of reading. For
students to become more insightful and analytical in their reading, they need to be able to ‘read between and beyond
the lines.’
As students progress through the school system, increasingly the expectation is that they can comprehend the
underlying inferences, evaluate the text by extending beyond what is given, reorganise information, infer the meaning
of unfamiliar or unknown words from context and react to what has been read. Six types of questions have been
defined and used to measure students’ depth of understanding:

e literal - information that is given directly in the text

e reorganisation - reconstructing two or more pieces of information contained in the text

e inference - information implied but not given directly in the text

e vocabulary - determining the meaning of unknown words from context

e evaluation - extrapolating additional information not given in the text

e reaction - expressing an opinion based on information given in the text

e |dentify students who may benefit from extra support
e Data gathering (in-depth data about a student's ability to read & understand text)
e Pre/post specific program intervention testing

TEST DURATION
e Untimed when administered with the teacher working with one child, using the silent reading
comprehension option
e One test can take 10-20 minutes

TEST FREQUENCY
e Administered to individuals

MATERIALS
e Manual - Guide, Determiner, Answers (with keywords) & Copymasters
e Student Texts - Students' Guide, Determiner wordlists, Texts with questions

DIRECTIONS

e |f you do not have a previous PROBE reading level, then the determiner must be undertaken.

e Aresult of 70 per cent or above is needed on comprehension scores for students to be considered
comprehending at or beyond that reading age.

o Allow the student to silently read the test.

e Listen to the student read and complete the running record using the PROBE 2 Recording Sheet.

e Administer the comprehension questions. Students are able to look at the text and the questions while
answering. Record their answers as they are given.

e Correct the answers using the marking guide.

e Provide the student with feedback on their reading skills and their strengths/needs

e Retest if necessary

e The total number of words correct is then converted to a spelling age using conversion (p53-61)
DATA ENTRY

e Enter the spelling age into OneSchool

ANALYSIS OF ERRORS
e Examine the first 20 errors.
o Ifastudent only made a small number of errors, you would need to give them a more difficult test to
allow you to analyse errors
e Words are sorted into levels (level 1-single sound to letter correspondence to level 7—polysyllabic, mixed
vowel sounds) See p83-86 for rules introduced in each level.
e Each word is broken into components.
e  When a spelling error is made with a word, one or more components may be incorrect.

e Look at the 20 incorrect words:

o when a student has 5 or more errors at a level that is the level they are working at.

o if astudent has a 5 or more errors at consecutive levels, the correct level may not be clear. You may
choose to do the supplementary test (p71) which assesses just those levels and helps determine the
specific components and level the students need to work at.

e Levelled spelling lists are available on p64-70
e Spelling rules introduced in each level are available on p83-86
